Nature's Course is an Outdoor Adventure Arts program for families. We are a specialty extra-curricular program that unites the adventure of being outdoors and the fun of creative arts. Families work together as a team on a specific project, kids between the ages of 3 to 10 (or older) can participate in any of these projects with their Mum, Dad or Guardian. 
We have designed arts and crafts workshops specifically for parents and kids to bond over and strengthen their communication and confidence. Kids are inherently creative and fearless when it comes to artistic expression, adults can be much more self-critical and tied to a specific outcome. Adults have a greater understanding of engineering and lateral thinking, where as children might not see clear alternatives when certain materials are not available or function differently than expected. Both have unique problem solving skills that are specific to their ages and mindsets.

When families work together, problem solving creatively, they inherently strengthen their bond. 

Teamwork and Communication

Parents and their kid(s) are asked to approach each activity as a team, with the child(ren) acting as the director or designer and the parent as the assistant. Please encourage your child(ren) to follow their idea for each project and assist them in bringing it to life. You'll be amazed at what your child(ren) can accomplish and what they can teach you about your own creative potential.

Parental Participation is Required

Nature's Course is designed for the parent/guardian to participate in the activities. All activities require the parent to join in, as often there will be an element to the creation of the project that might be difficult for a child to do by themselves (ie. cutting, woodwork, sewing, etc). We ask that each parent be responsible for a maximum of 3 children, if you have more than 3 children interested in attending one of our workshops, we ask that you have another adult attend with your group.

Safety

You are responsible for your child(ren) at all times, including their safety. Nature's Course will always have a complete First Aid kit on hand and all facilitators have recent CPR training. However, please watch or help your child with any scissors, glue guns, hammer/nails, sewing etc). Nature's Course does not take any responsibility for an injury obtained during the workshops.

If you have any questions at any point about safety, instructions or anything, please do not hesitate to ask the facilitator.
